4) Open Zemax Optic Studio. 
5) Choose the Non-sequential option. 
6) Create a surface object (no volume, if volume object no material). 
7) Open the Object properties. 
8) Select Coat/Scatter 
9) In the Scatter Models: choose “IS Scatter Catalog”. 
10) Choose one of the downloaded files. 
11) You must also create a source and detectors. 
12) When you trace rays, make sure the scatter option is activated.
